Non-profit partnership Nizhny Novgorod Resource Center “Childhood without violence and cruelty” (hereinafter referred as NNRC) was founded on 5th of October, 1999 (State Registration Certificate № 8664, Reg. No. 2198).

Number of persons employed: 12 
During 2010 activities of NNRC were focused on 2 separate projects: 
1. International training project of ISPCAN on working with abused children (ITPI) 
2. Belarus-Russian project “Strengthening Child Protection System in Russia and Belarus” 
Main task of the International training project for professionals working with abused children was to enrich knowledge about the child abuse problem among specialists and to improve skills of treatment in such cases. 
In 2010 2 interdisciplinary teams were created and trained in Moscow and Yoshkar-Ola. Besides, 8 trainings were provided by NNRC staff for officials of Inquiry Committee under Prosecutor’s Office of Russian Federation (Privolzhsky Federal District), member of Committee of Underage Affairs of Nizhny Novgorod Region, kindergarteners of Nizhny Novgorod. Total number of person trained – more than 100. 
Trainings concerned following topics:

· Basic knowledge of child abuse 
· Interview with an abused child 
· Interdisciplinary treatment with an abused child. Practices of interference 
· Best working technologies in child abuse prevention 
· Models and techniques of rehabilitation for abused children 
 In 2010 3-year Belarus-Russian project “Strengthening Child Protection System in Russia and Belarus” started. During this project it is supposed to: create report and redirection system in case of child abuse; develop and probe models of missing structures and organizations for implementation of Model of helping abused children; training for state and NGOs specialists working with abused children; prepress and publish books and workbooks about the child abuse problem. 
The project started with 2 scientific-practical conferences on child abuse problem: the regional conference “Right to be a child: Best practices of interdisciplinary approach” (more than 200 participants) and the international conference “Child Protection System from Abuse: achievements and objectives” (188 participants)  
 While working on the project in 2010 we finished following tasks:

· database of state agencies and NGOs working with abuse problem in Nizhny Novgorod region is created 
· set of trainings by Russian and international experts for 69 specialists (journalists, representatives of Inquiry Committee and interdisciplinary teams’ member of Nizhny Novgorod region) is carried out on following topics: Basic knowledge of child abuse; Psychological particularities of underage victims; Interrogating underage victims of sexual abuse; Straggle against sexual child abuse; Helping crime victims; Interrogating children in police office or court; Ethical matters of report about child abuse case. 
· best international practices of Children Hotline are analyzed
